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Program Overview
The Atlanta City Detention Center Junior Corrections Officer Program allows students to learn the Criminal Justice System by exploring the three branches of public safety including Police, Courts and Corrections.  Participants will receive training in discipline, law, first aid as well as a multitude of life experiences to include leadership, service, social responsibility, general health and fitness.

The Junior Corrections Officer Program is a six week course beginning March 9, 2013.  The program will be held on Saturdays from 9:00 AM until 12:00 PM.           Participants are encouraged to eat breakfast prior to arrival.  Lunch will be served.  Enrollment is limited to 30 students. 

Participants will remain in the program until completion; however, participants may resign willfully or be removed from the program for failure to maintain the prerequisites outlined in the enrollment brochure.

Qualifications

	· Candidates must maintain a “C” or above grade point average (GPA).

	· Candidates must be in good standing in their school, church and/or community.

	· Candidates must be 13 to 18 years of age and attend an Atlanta Public School Middle or High School.

	· Candidates must be drug  and alcohol-free at all times throughout the program.

	· Candidates must adhere to all ACDC department rules and regulations.

	· Candidates must provide a letter of recommendation from school counselor, teacher, civic group or church leader.

	· Parents must sign permission slip and attend a 3 hour course prior to child’s admission into the program.

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The Atlanta City Detention Center (ACDC) incorporates the progressive “direct supervision” model of design and management and, at 17 stories tall and 471,000 sq. ft. in size, was recognized by the American Concrete Institute as the best new high-rise building in Georgia in 1994.


In Fiscal Year 2011, the ACDC provided care and custody for more than 35,000 offenders who were arrested by local, state and federal law enforcement agencies.


In Fiscal Year 2011, the ACDC      managed 2,841 offenders sentenced by city court.


In Fiscal Year 2011, the ACDC boarded more than 3,500 federal prisoners which generated revenue to offset expenditures.  In Fiscal Year 2011, the ACDC collected more than $4.5 million in “other agency” prisoner boarding fees.


In Fiscal Year 2011, the ACDC averaged 505 offenders in custody per day.


The ACDC has 297 employees, including 237 sworn corrections officers.


The ACDC provides facility tours and presentations to civic, educational and corporate groups.  


The ACDC provides inmate work crews to clean up public spaces and remove graffiti from community structures in partnership with Community Court, Atlanta Police Department, Department of Public Works, and Department of Parks and Recreation.
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
